Discovery Alaska Limited (ASX: DAF) (“the Company”) is an Australian based mineral exploration 
company with an option to acquire a 100% interest in the Mia Adjacent Lithium Project in 
Quebec Province, Canada, and a 100% interest in the Chulitna Lithium and Gold Project in 
Alaska, USA. 

The Company provides the following update for the Quarter; 

Exploration Activities 

Mia Adjacent Lithium Project (Quebec, Canada) (option to acquire 100% interest) 

The Mia Adjacent Lithium Project comprises 235 tenement claims covering 120km2 (12,112 Ha), 
located in the James Bay Region of Quebec, and adjacent to Q2 Metals Corp Mia and Stellar 
Lithium Projects. 

The Company engaged a Canadian geological consultant group and prepared a preliminary 
reconnaissance field work program targeting priority and prospective sites identified from early-
stage desk-top works. The consultants arranged an initial site visit and conducted associated 
geological prospecting and investigation works at the selected priority target sites within the 
project area. 

The Company is awaiting details, data and any associated works conducted by the geological 
consultants, who are currently preparing the field work report. 

Chulitna Lithium & Gold Project (Alaska, USA) (100% interest) 

No exploration works were undertaken at the Chulitna Project during the Quarter. 

The Chulitna Project comprises 308 State mining claims covering 199.4km2, is located on State of 
Alaska public lands, and is not subject to any Native Title claims, native lands, or native claimant 
groups. The project lies approximately 250km north of Anchorage and close to the major Parks 
Highway, which runs mostly parallel to the State-owned Alaska railroad. 

The Chulitna Project contains multiple prospect targets for varying commodities, including 
lithium, gold, silver, tin, copper & base metals. 

New Project Opportunities 

The Company is working to identify and review additional new projects that may complement 
the Company’s current activities. 
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Corporate 

The Company currently has cash reserves of ~$0.79 million (as at 30 September 2023), and will 
maintain prudent financial management.
